


  Wren’s Nursery
Parental Involvement

Wren’s nursery acknowledges that parents are the main educators of their children and we encourage them to share their knowledge of their child, suggestions for the nursery and any concerns that they may have. We aim to have close working relationships with the children and their families as we believe that in these circumstances children are provided the best opportunities to develop and grow.

Parental involvement in their children’s education is judged to be of paramount importance. Besides regular consultation between parents and Nursery staff regarding individual children’s progress the Nursery encourages parental involvement within the setting. The nursery has an open house policy.

If a parent has a particular skill which can be used within the nursery e.g. craft or sport, then, if the parent is willing to teach this skill, they should be encouraged to do so.

Where a parent volunteers to help in the setting, for physical education activities or for out of school activities then:
· The capabilities and skills of parent volunteers should be assessed and care taken not to exceed these capabilities.
· The volunteers must be carefully briefed as to exactly what their responsibilities are and in particular that it is the nursery staff who have ultimate responsibility for the children. 
· Anyone volunteering to assist on a regular basis should carry out the necessary DBS check (refer to DBS Checking Policy).

Formal Consultation
Two year checks are carried out for children aged 2-3 years of age when nursery staff feel that they know the children well enough to effectively assess them. 

Parent Consultations are held in the Spring term or at the beginning of the Summer Term. 


Informal Consultation
Parents are welcome into the nursery prior to the commencement of nursery and following any session on any day to look at their child’s work or discuss minor issues with staff. All staff should be visibly available each day. If parents have any issues that demands longer discussion than an appointment should be made.

Any problems and actions should be recorded in the child’s file in the staff room.

Home/School Links
The nursery regularly sends emails updating parents on events and activities that have been happening during nursery hours.
Children may take home activities to share with their parents/carers.
The setting uses Tapestry to share news and what there child has been doing in the setting. 


Fund Raising
The nursery encourages fund raising by parents where funds are to be used directly for the benefit of the children. To this end Hooke Court premises and grounds will be made available when not in use by the nursery or study centre by prior arrangement with the Directors. 

Seasonal Activities
Parents are regularly invited into the nursery to participate in a variety of activities. For example, attending the nursery performances at Christmas and the end of the Summer Term, Easter Party and Egg Hunt, Elfstravaganza and Father Christmas visit and Sports day and fete. Parents are also invited into the nursery in the middle of each term to view their child’s scrapbook with their child and to make comments on their child’s development.


Parent Liaison Committee
This comprises of the Nursery Manager, Nursery staff and parents to provide a forum for all to share views and help the nursery move forward.
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
